• Talk about the Bible story.  What might Jonah have experienced inside the whale/large fish for 3 days.  

What was he feeling, thinking, smelling, seeing, hearing, etc.?  What do you think Jonah prayed for 

when he was in the whale?  You can find out in the 2nd chapter of the book of Jonah in the Bible.
